The course provides you with all the necessary skills and
knowledge to work within the creative industries or progress

to a postgraduate programme of study. It is delivered through
studio practice, specialist media workshops and a lively series
of lectures and seminars designed to provide an informed
understanding of contemporary graphic design practice. All
students have open access base studios and there are excellent
facilities for digital media, printmaking, photography and time
based work. There are also opportunities for focused study in
typography, illustration and photography.

The course is a balanced programme of staff-set briefs,
competitions and design awards and student-set assignments.
You are also offered the opportunity to work on live projects,
attend design conferences in London and beyond and partake
in work experience, as well as to participate in a variety of
international cultural visits. Your learning is supported by a
fascinating array of visiting speakers. Recent speakers have
included: Hyperkit, Graphic Thought Facility, Atelier Works, David
Pearson, Ken Garland, Alan Kitching, Stay Outside, and Roundel
Design. The course is also a member of the industry body
Design and Art Direction (D&AD) which provides students with a
London-based degree show opportunity, New Blood.

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The course is divided into the following stages:

Stage one

The first stage of the course provides the opportunity for you
to widen your creative skills and to develop concepts and an
understanding of type, image and three-dimensional graphics.
You are encouraged to develop your creative skills in this
broadly experimental year by working in a range of media from
printmaking and photography through to the Adobe Creative
Cloud. A programme of theoretical and professional studies
supports a creative, questioning approach to studies.



Stage two

During the second year of study, the breadth of the work
becomes more challenging as you start to craft a professional
portfolio of work. A programme of staff-led competitions
provides a national and international platform for your work and
you will work on live briefs set by external agencies through the
professional studies module. Running alongside your commercial
work is a parallel spine of research-led experimental design
projects. All studio-based work is supported by both theoretical
and professional studies.

Stage three

At this stage you will undertake a major self-set assignment,
alongside a mix of other staff-set, industry and competition
briefs. You will have a stronger ownership of your own work,
and can negotiate the content of your portfolio. The design

dissertation is completed with tutorial and workshop supervision.

This stage ends with an exhibition as part of the School of

The Arts Summer Show, where students are encouraged to
participate in the design and planning of the event. Invited
guests from industry will join you for portfolio reviews and studio
critiques to help you professionally progress your work.

Graphic designers are employed in specialised design services;
here there are some short descriptions of possible fields of expertise:

e Packaging: the design of the boxes, bottles, cans, bags and
cartons that fill every shelf in every store. As a packaging designer
you would focus primarily on label artwork, but also you could just
be asked to come up with ideas for custom containers by
3D modelling.

e Advertising and Branding: in an advertising agency you would
become part of the team that develops the Strategy, of a product,
service or company offer and all its advertising campaign
creative elements.

e Print Publication Designer: Book design & Editorial design.
The publications industry includes magazines, newspapers, daily,
weekly, monthly, bi-monthly and annual publications, books,
catalogues among many others.

lllustration: As an illustrator you would create drawings and designs
for books and magazines, advertisements, film, television and
multimedia, using either traditional or computer-based techniques,
or a combination of both. You can also work in the motion picture
and video industries or the computer game design industry.

Information design & infographics: From analysis of information,

data or knowledge, to the design of its visual graphic representations.

Infographics is about presenting complex information quickly
and clearly.

Photographer: From the corporate world, a scientific field, industrial
or commercial, photo-journalism, fashion, advertising, or fine arts, in
many different areas of photography learning specific expertise.

Typographer: (type designer) Choosing as a discipline the design
of letterforms and types also makes you develop very good skills in
selecting typefaces and arranging them on the page.

Environmental graphics, Signage & Wayfinding Systems: Is a designer
concerned with the visual aspects of wayfinding, communicating
identity and information, and shaping the idea of creating experiences
that connect people to places.

Web Designer: A web designer develops and creates websites
and associated applications. But it’s important to understand
the underlying structure and capabilities of the web.

Ul Designer (User Interface Designer) & The role of the Ul
designer relates specifically to the design and in many cases actual
hand-coded development of applications and website interfaces.

UX Designer (User Experience Designer): Is the expert without
boundaries, that sketch and wireframe the basic workflow or
“experience” of the user. It’s a crucial role in all applications,
e-commerce sites and other large web and software projects.
